An atmosphere of acceptance and caring pervades this YMCA Day Camp Program. Counselors and their campers
plan, work, play, and grow together as they strive to build a Judeo-Christian-centered community of caring,
honesty, respect, responsibility and faith.

e Listen respectfully to what other campers and my counselors have to say.
e Let my counselors know if | have a problem, a concern, or feel uncomfortable.
e Respect other people’s things and use them only if they give me permission.
e Stay with my tribe at all times unless | have permission to leave.
e Leave at home all UNWELCOMED items which are listed on the "What to Bring” list including cell
phones, hand-held games, personal toys and weapons of any kind.
e Use language that would make my grandparents proud and my parents smile.
e Take responsibility for my actions and accept the consequences of my behavior (which could
include temporary removal from the tribe or an activity; a call home to inform parents/guardians of
my behavior; or dismissal from camp).
e Cooperate with my counselors and other adult leaders.
e Wear comfortable, non-revealing clothing that has only appropriate messages on it.
e Find peaceful ways to solve any problems or disagreements...physical and/or verbal aggressiveness or
harassment will not be tolerated.
