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Reservations Requested

To insure the Blocker Norfolk Family
YMCA provides the best service for our
members regarding guests, members are
requested to make reservations for their
guests 24 hours in advance. Guests will be
required to sign in for every visit and
must present a valid I.D. which includes
their photo and date of birth.

For the safety and comfort of our members,
the maximum allowable number of daily
guests in our center will vary, depending on
typical usage on the date requested.. For
Insurance reasons Child Watch is not
available for guests.

Age Guidelines

Guests (under age 16) must be accompanied
by a YMCA member who is at least 16
years old. We ask that the adult member
remain with their child guests 7 years and
younger for the duration of their visit, and
on the premises for those 8 years and older.
Please refer to aquatic age guidelines when
bringing guests to the pool.

Local Guests

A member may bring local non-member guests
up to five times per year into the facility; each
non-member is limited to three visits per year.

Out of Town Guests

Out of town family guests (100 or more miles
away) may visit for no longer than two weeks
per year and must be accompanied by a
YMCA member 16 or older. These guests will
be asked to show an I.D. which includes their
photo, date of birth and residence. Members,
please make reservations for your out of town
guests as described above.

AWAY Members

The Norfolk Family YMCA participates in the
AWAY (Always Welcome at the Y) program
for members of other YMCAs across the
country (proof of active membership required).
AWAY members will be asked to show their
membership card displaying the AWAY logo
and to provide the name and phone number of
their home YMCA. AWAY members are
welcome any time of day, may visit up to 6
times per year, and must sign our guest register
at each visit.
